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CULTURAL ENHANCEMENT GRANT
PURPOSE OF THE FUND
The Town of Minto values the important role that not-for-profit community organizations and community groups play in delivering events that enhance our community.

The Cultural Enhancement Grant was created by the Minto Cultural Roundtable to provide funding aimed at enabling local community groups and organizations to add cultural elements to new or existing events. 

Examples of Cultural Elements include:

· Art

· Dance

· Theatre

· Spoken Word – Poetry

· Photography & Film

· Music

FUNDING


Funding will be made available through the Cultural Enhancement Grant to eligible organizations through a competitive process. The total amount available for each year is limited at $1,000 and dependent on budget approval. 

Applications up to $500 will be accepted for events looking to add culture to their existing or new events. 
COMMITTEE REVIEW PROCESS

The Cultural Roundtable will accept and review applications as received and they will be awarded on a first-come, first-serve basis.  
Enhancements should be developed with a focus on local talent (Minto or within a 50 km radius of Minto).
Partnerships between organizations to deliver events or enhancements are strongly encouraged.
Contributions by the Community Organization towards Cultural Enhancement will be considered. 






FUNDING CONDITIONS

Events must be covered by liability insurance.

Organizations seeking retrospective funding for events that have been completed will not receive funding.

Events must be not-for-profit.
ELIGIBILITY

Not-for-profit community organizations may apply for funding to deliver events in Minto.

APPLICATIONS PROCESS


Applicants must complete the application form. Application forms are available at town.minto.on.ca or by contacting Belinda Wick-Graham at belinda@town.minto.on.ca or 519-338-2511 ext 241. 

REPORTING

If funded, your organization will need to provide a brief report on the outcome of the event 
(highlighting attendance, community engagement, future of the event, etc.). 

MUNICIPAL FREEDOM OF INFORMATION AND PROTECTION OF PRIVACY ACT
The Town may promote the event and reserves the right to use approved and funded events as examples in promotional programming. The Town may promote an approved event by using photographs and descriptions of the event in promotional materials. 

PAYMENT OF THE GRANT

Applications for which grants have been approved will be made available by notifying the applicant in writing and will be disbursed by cheque made payable to the organization following the receipt of the required final report.
LIMITATIONS OF LIABILITY AND INDEMNIFICATION

Town staff, officers and agents shall be saved harmless arising out of any actions or approvals granted.
